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Meeting the Need: PTEE's Certificate of Ministry

PTEE Director Rev. Dr. Jiriesh Habash shares: 
PTEE is an indigenous program that is uniquely poised to take 
theological education and leadership training to Arabic-
speaking Christians and church leaders in North Africa. We 
have been doing this since 1980 at Bachelor level, but we have 
an urgent need:  
§ Many new believers are coming to Christ from the 
majority religion but do not have the background and 
experience to take our Bachelor of Theology degree. 
§ Many in the Arab World do not have the opportunity to 
complete high school.  
§ Many small church leaders do not have the time to 
commit to B.A. studies.  
 
So, to meet the needs of this unique audience who desire to be 
better equipped for Christian service, PTEE is working on a 

Certificate of Ministry programme comprised of 15 non-degree courses aimed to disciple and equip 
students to serve in a range of ministries so that they may witness effectively as Christians in their 
homes, workplaces, churches, society and nation. The Certificate of Ministry courses are translated 
from S.E.A.N International (Study by Extension for All Nations).  
 

Testimony from South Korea… “Hello. My name is Jake Lim… 
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“I am working in a Christian school as an English and Bible teacher.  I would like to use your courses 
in English in my school. 
 
I used to be in a bible study group using your Abundant Life Course when I was doing my military 
service in the South Korean Army. I finished Abundant Life and Abundant Light at that time. Doing 
the courses I saw and heard many testimonies of how God worked throughout the army camp.   
 
I appreciate your Bible Courses so much, as they gave the chance to young soldiers, like me, to hear 
the good news.

In the photo see the first ever SEAN ‘Life of Christ’ Course group in Togo, West Africa!  
This group has recently completed Book 1 and is about to embark on Book 2. In the centre is Cleber 
Belaniuc, a missionary who serves with the Junta de Missões Mundiais da CBB – a Brazilian Baptist 
Church Mission which has its base in Rio de Janeiro, Brazil. 
 
Togo is a French-speaking country so the course books being held up have the title ‘Vie du Christ’. 
These particular books are a revised and corrected version of a much older French ‘Life of Christ’ 
course. Major players in this work of revision are: the Eglise Chinoise Evangélique (Chinese 
Evangelical Church) de Saint-Paul, SEAN’s partners in the African island of La Réunion and; our own 
tiny editorial team in the UK. So this photo, taken in an instant, is a beautiful example of co-operation 
in mission across the nations – in this case Togo, Brazil, Hong Kong (China) and the United Kingdom 
at the very least.

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Swahili Version ‘Abundant Life’ Course

a new Swahili version of the SEAN ‘Abundant Life’ Course.

Manual and translating the Group Leader’s Manual into Swahili. All this is a massive task. We are 
most grateful to our brother in Christ for all that he is doing. We pray that this will benefit many in 
East Africa.
